From September 7, 1985 to March 26, 1988, a sequel seriestitled: What's Happening Now!!, aired in first-
run syndication, with some of the major cast members reprising their roles.

What's Happening!! was Bud Y orkin's second series after he ended his partnership with Norman Lear and
Tandem Productions. The show was produced by TOY Productions, which was formed by Y orkin, Saul
Turteltaub and Bernie Orenstein, after their split.

Compared to many other popular sitcoms of the 1970s, What's Happening!! was the first non-Norman Lear
sitcom to also have tackled some challenging and complex issues such as: friendships, communication,
obesity, divorce, financial struggles, unemployment, poverty, racism, gambling, dating, education, teen
pregnancy, babysitting, stealing, adolescence, controlling and marriage.

Based on the Gujarati
novel Kimball Ravenswood by the playwright and novelist Madhu Rye, the film stars Harman Baweja and
Priyanka Chopra, with Darshan Jariwala and Dilip Joshi in supporting roles, and follows the story of Y ogesh



Patel (Bawea), a Gujarati NRI, who must marry in ten days to save his brother from harm; Y ogesh agreesto
meet twelve potential brides (all played by Chopra), one from each zodiac sign.

Gowariker had always aspired to make a romantic comedy and was inspired to adapt Rye's novel into a
feature film after watching a play based on the same source material. Later, he bought the rights and co-wrote
the screenplay with playwright Naushil Mehta. In the process, severa plot changes were made for the
cinematic adaptation, notably the similarity between the twelve girls, and the ending. Since Gowariker was
against using prostheticsto create the twelve characters, Chopra worked on her body language and her voice
to make them distinct. Principal photography was extensively done at sixty-seven locations across Mumbai,
and partly in Baroda and Chicago. The soundtrack, consisting of thirteen songs, each representing an
astrological sign and one compilation, was composed by newcomer Sohail Sen replacing Gowariker's
frequent collaborator A. R. Rahman, with lyrics by Javed Akhtar.

The film's master copy was stolen from Adlabs before its release, and afew days later was recovered by the
police, who found and seized several pirated copies of the film created from the master copy. The film had its
world premiere at the 2009 Toronto International Film Festival and was released on 25 September 20009.
With abox office gross 7?17 crore, it was unsuccessful and received mixed reviews, with criticism for its over
three-and-a-half-hour run time and its screenplay. However, the film garnered acclaim for its soundtrack and
Chopra's performance, which received a nomination for the Screen Award for Best Actress. She also became
the first actressin history to portray twelve rolesin one film, afeat considered for inclusion in the Guinness
World Records.

At age 19,
DiCaprio received his first nominations for the Academy Award and Golden Globe Award for Best Actor in
a Supporting Role.

(What's the Story) Morning Glory?

(What& #039;s the Story) Morning Glory? is the second studio album by the English rock band Oasis.
Released on 2 October 1995 by Creation Records, it was produced - (What's the Story) Morning Glory?isthe
second studio album by the English rock band Oasis. Released on 2 October 1995 by Creation Records, it
was produced by Owen Morris and the group's lead guitarist and chief songwriter Noel Gallagher. The
structure and arrangement style of the album was a significant departure from the band's previous album,
Definitely Maybe (1994). Gallagher's compositions were more focused in balladry and placed more emphasis
on "huge" choruses, with the string arrangements and more varied instrumentation contrasting with the
rawness of the group's debut album, Definitely Maybe (1994). Morning Glory was the group's first album
with drummer Alan White, who replaced Tony McCarroll (though McCarroll still appeared on the album,
drumming on the track "Some Might Say").



The album propelled Oasis from being a crossover indie act to a worldwide rock phenomenon, and is seen by
critics as asignificant record in the timeline of British indie music. Morning Glory sold a record-breaking
345,000 copiesinitsfirst week in the UK before going on to spend 10 weeks at number one on the UK
Albums Chart. It was also the band's breakthrough in the United States, reaching number four on the US
Billboard 200 and being certified 4x platinum by the Recording Industry Association of America (RIAA).
The album yielded four major hit singlesin the band's native Britain: "Some Might Say" and "Don't Look
Back in Anger" reached number one, and "Roll with It" and "Wonderwall" peaked at number two; the latter
has emerged as the band's biggest-selling UK hit, spending 30 consecutive weeks on the chart. "Champagne
Supernova' and "Wonderwall" reached number one on the Billboard Alternative Songs chart. At the 1996
Brit Awards, the album won Best British Album. Over several months in 1995 and 1996, the band supported
the album with an extensive world tour, which saw them play to among the largest audiences ever at the time.

Although acommercia success, the record initially received lukewarm reviews from mainstream critics;
many reviewers deemed it inferior to Definitely Maybe, with the songwriting and production being particular
points of criticism. However, critical opinion of the album reversed dramatically in the ensuing months and
years, with critics recognising its strengths and its " populist appeal”. Despite some views since that the album
isoverrated, Morning Glory is still considered a seminal record of both the Britpop era and the 1990sin
general. It has appeared on several lists of the greatest albumsin rock music, and at the 2010 Brit Awards, it
was named the greatest British album since 1980. It has sold over 22 million copies worldwide, making it
one of the best-selling albums of all time. As of July 2025, the album has been certified 18x platinum by the
British Phonographic Industry (BPI) for selling 5.4 million copies in the United Kingdom.
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
