Lakes. New York is the fourth-most populous state in the United States, with nearly 20 million residents, and
the 27th-largest state by area, with a total area of 54,556 square miles (141,300 km2).

New York has a varied geography. The southeastern part of the state, known as Downstate, encompasses
New York City, the most populous city in the United States; Long Island, with approximately 40% of the
state's population, the nation's most populous island; and the cities, suburbs, and wealthy enclaves of the
lower Hudson Valley. These areas are the center of the expansive New York metropolitan area and account
for approximately two-thirds of the state's population. The larger Upstate area spreads from the Great Lakes
to Lake Champlain and includes the Adirondack Mountains and the Catskill Mountains (part of the wider
Appalachian Mountains). The east–west Mohawk River Valley bisects the more mountainous regions of
Upstate and flows into the north–south Hudson River valley near the state capital of Albany. Western New
York, home to the cities of Buffalo and Rochester, is part of the Great Lakes region and borders Lake Ontario
and Lake Erie. Central New York is anchored by the city of Syracuse; between the central and western parts
of the state, New York is prominently featured by the Finger Lakes, a popular tourist destination. To the
south, along the state border with Pennsylvania, the Southern Tier sits atop the Allegheny Plateau,
representing some of the northernmost reaches of Appalachia.

New York was one of the original Thirteen Colonies that went on to form the United States. The area of
present-day New York had been inhabited by tribes of the Algonquians and the Iroquois Confederacy Native
Americans for several thousand years by the time the earliest Europeans arrived. Stemming from Henry
Hudson's expedition in 1609, the Dutch established the multiethnic colony of New Netherland in 1621.
England seized the colony from the Dutch in 1664, renaming it the Province of New York. During the
American Revolutionary War, a group of colonists eventually succeeded in establishing independence, and
the state ratified the then new United States Constitution in 1788. From the early 19th century, New York's
development of its interior, beginning with the construction of the Erie Canal, gave it incomparable
advantages over other regions of the United States. The state built its political, cultural, and economic
ascendancy over the next century, earning it the nickname of the "Empire State". Although
deindustrialization eroded a portion of the state's economy in the second half of the 20th century, New York
in the 21st century continues to be considered as a global node of creativity and entrepreneurship, social
tolerance, and environmental sustainability.

The state attracts visitors from all over the globe, with the highest count of any U.S. state in 2022. Many of
its landmarks are well known, including four of the world's ten most-visited tourist attractions in 2013: Times
Square, Central Park, Niagara Falls, and Grand Central Terminal. New York is home to approximately 200
colleges and universities, including Ivy League members Columbia University and Cornell University, and
the expansive State University of New York, which is among the largest university systems in the nation.
New York City is home to the headquarters of the United Nations, and it is sometimes described as the
world's most important city, the cultural, financial, and media epicenter, and the capital of the world.

The islands of New Zealand were the last large habitable land to be settled by humans. Between about 1280
and 1350, Polynesians began to settle in the islands and subsequently developed a distinctive M?ori culture.
In 1642, the Dutch explorer Abel Tasman became the first European to sight and record New Zealand. In
1769 the British explorer Captain James Cook became the first European to set foot on and map New
Zealand. In 1840, representatives of the United Kingdom and M?ori chiefs signed the Treaty of Waitangi
which paved the way for Britain's declaration of sovereignty later that year and the establishment of the
Crown Colony of New Zealand in 1841. Subsequently, a series of conflicts between the colonial government
and M?ori tribes resulted in the alienation and confiscation of large amounts of M?ori land. New Zealand
became a dominion in 1907; it gained full statutory independence in 1947, retaining the monarch as head of
state. Today, the majority of New Zealand's population of around 5.3 million is of European descent; the
indigenous M?ori are the largest minority, followed by Asians and Pasifika. Reflecting this, New Zealand's
culture is mainly derived from M?ori and early British settlers but has recently broadened from increased
immigration. The official languages are English, M?ori, and New Zealand Sign Language, with the local
dialect of English being dominant.

A developed country, New Zealand was the first to introduce a minimum wage and give women the right to
vote. It ranks very highly in international measures of quality of life and human rights and has one of the
lowest levels of perceived corruption in the world. It retains visible levels of inequality, including structural
disparities between its M?ori and European populations. New Zealand underwent major economic changes
during the 1980s, which transformed it from a protectionist to a liberalised free-trade economy. The service
sector dominates the country's economy, followed by the industrial sector, and agriculture; international
tourism is also a significant source of revenue. New Zealand and Australia have a strong relationship and are
considered to share a strong Trans-Tasman identity, stemming from centuries of British colonisation. The
country is part of multiple international organizations and forums.

Nationally, legislative authority is vested in an elected, unicameral Parliament, while executive political
power is exercised by the Government, led by the prime minister, currently Christopher Luxon. Charles III is
the country's king and is represented by the governor-general, Cindy Kiro. New Zealand is organised into 11
regional councils and 67 territorial authorities for local government purposes. The Realm of New Zealand
also includes Tokelau (a dependent territory); the Cook Islands and Niue (self-governing states in free
association with New Zealand); and the Ross Dependency, which is New Zealand's territorial claim in
Antarctica.

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York is a global center of finance and commerce, culture, technology, entertainment and media, academics
and scientific output, the arts and fashion, and, as home to the headquarters of the United Nations,
international diplomacy.

With an estimated population in July 2024 of 8,478,072, distributed over 300.46 square miles (778.2 km2),
the city is the most densely populated major city in the United States. New York City has more than double
the population of Los Angeles, the country's second-most populous city. Over 20.1 million people live in
New York City's metropolitan statistical area and 23.5 million in its combined statistical area as of 2020, both
the largest in the U.S. New York City is one of the world's most populous megacities. The city and its
metropolitan area are the premier gateway for legal immigration to the United States. An estimated 800
languages are spoken in New York City, making it the most linguistically diverse city in the world. The New
York City metropolitan region is home to the largest foreign-born population of any metropolitan region in
the world, approximately 5.9 million as of 2023.

New York City traces its origins to Fort Amsterdam and a trading post founded on Manhattan Island by
Dutch colonists around 1624. The settlement was named New Amsterdam in 1626 and was chartered as a
city in 1653. The city came under English control in 1664 and was temporarily renamed New York after
King Charles II granted the lands to his brother, the Duke of York, before being permanently renamed New
York in 1674. Following independence from Great Britain, the city was the national capital of the United
States from 1785 until 1790. The modern city was formed by the 1898 consolidation of its five boroughs:
Manhattan, Brooklyn, Queens, the Bronx, and Staten Island.

Anchored by Wall Street in the Financial District, Manhattan, New York City has been called both the
world's premier financial and fintech center and the most economically powerful city in the world. As of
2022, the New York metropolitan area is the largest metropolitan economy in the world, with a gross
metropolitan product of over US$2.16 trillion. The New York metropolitan area's economy is larger than all
but nine countries. Despite having a 24/7 rapid transit system, New York also leads the world in urban
automobile traffic congestion. The city is home to the world's two largest stock exchanges by market
capitalization of their listed companies: the New York Stock Exchange and Nasdaq. New York City is an
established haven for global investors. As of 2025, New York City is the most expensive city in the world for
expatriates and has by a wide margin the highest residential rents of any city in the nation. Fifth Avenue is
the most expensive shopping street in the world. New York City is home to the highest number of
billionaires, individuals of ultra-high net worth (greater than US$30 million), and millionaires of any city in
the world by a significant margin.

The popularity
poll via free web-based voting and telephone voting was led by Canadian-Swiss Bernard Weber and
organized by the New 7 Wonders Foundation (N7W) based in Zurich, Switzerland, with winners announced
on 7 July 2007 at Estádio da Luz in Lisbon. The poll was considered unscientific partly because it was
possible for people to cast multiple votes. According to John Zogby, founder and current President/CEO of
the Utica, New York–based polling organization Zogby International, New 7 Wonders Foundation drove "the
largest poll on record".

The program drew a wide range of official reactions. Some countries touted their finalist and tried to get
more votes cast for it, while others downplayed or criticized the contest. After supporting the New 7
Wonders Foundation at the beginning of the campaign by providing advice on nominee selection, the United
Nations Educational, Scientific, and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), bound by its bylaws to record and
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give equal status to all World Heritage Sites, distanced itself from the undertaking in 2001 and again in 2007.

The 7 winners were chosen from 21 candidates, which had been whittled down from 77 choices by a panel in
2006.

The New 7 Wonders Foundation, established in 2001, relied on private donations and the sale of broadcast
rights and received no public funding. After the final announcement, New 7 Wonders said it did not earn
anything from the exercise and barely recovered its investment. Although N7W describes itself as a not-for-
profit organization, the company behind it—the New Open World Corporation (NOWC)—is a commercial
business. All licensing and sponsorship money is paid to NOWC.

The foundation ran two subsequent programs: New 7 Wonders of Nature, the subject of voting until 2011,
and New 7 Wonders Cities, which ended in 2014.

The New York Times

The New York Times (NYT) is an American daily newspaper based in New York City. The New York
Times covers domestic, national, and international news, - The New York Times (NYT) is an American daily
newspaper based in New York City. The New York Times covers domestic, national, and international news,
and publishes opinion pieces, investigative reports, and reviews. As one of the longest-running newspapers in
the United States, the Times serves as one of the country's newspapers of record. As of August 2025, The
New York Times had 11.88 million total and 11.3 million online subscribers, both by significant margins the
highest numbers for any newspaper in the United States; the total also included 580,000 print subscribers.
The New York Times is published by the New York Times Company; since 1896, the company has been
chaired by the Ochs-Sulzberger family, whose current chairman and the paper's publisher is A. G.
Sulzberger. The Times is headquartered at The New York Times Building in Midtown Manhattan.

The Times was founded as the conservative New-York Daily Times in 1851, and came to national
recognition in the 1870s with its aggressive coverage of corrupt politician Boss Tweed. Following the Panic
of 1893, Chattanooga Times publisher Adolph Ochs gained a controlling interest in the company. In 1935,
Ochs was succeeded by his son-in-law, Arthur Hays Sulzberger, who began a push into European news.
Sulzberger's son Arthur Ochs Sulzberger became publisher in 1963, adapting to a changing newspaper
industry and introducing radical changes. The New York Times was involved in the landmark 1964 U.S.
Supreme Court case New York Times Co. v. Sullivan, which restricted the ability of public officials to sue
the media for defamation.
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In 1971, The New York Times published the Pentagon Papers, an internal Department of Defense document
detailing the United States's historical involvement in the Vietnam War, despite pushback from then-
president Richard Nixon. In the landmark decision New York Times Co. v. United States (1971), the
Supreme Court ruled that the First Amendment guaranteed the right to publish the Pentagon Papers. In the
1980s, the Times began a two-decade progression to digital technology and launched nytimes.com in 1996.
In the 21st century, it shifted its publication online amid the global decline of newspapers.

Currently, the Times maintains several regional bureaus staffed with journalists across six continents. It has
expanded to several other publications, including The New York Times Magazine, The New York Times
International Edition, and The New York Times Book Review. In addition, the paper has produced several
television series, podcasts—including The Daily—and games through The New York Times Games.

The New York Times has been involved in a number of controversies in its history. Among other accolades,
it has been awarded the Pulitzer Prize 132 times since 1918, the most of any publication.

New Jersey

New Jersey is a state located in both the Mid-Atlantic and Northeastern regions of the United States. Located
at the geographic hub of the heavily urbanized - New Jersey is a state located in both the Mid-Atlantic and

million residents, its highest estimated count ever. The state capital is Trenton, and the state's most populous
city is Newark. New Jersey is the only U.S. state in which every county is deemed urban by the U.S. Census
Bureau.

New Jersey was first inhabited by Paleo-Indians as early as 13,000 BC. The Lenape were the dominant
Indigenous group when Europeans arrived in the early 17th century, and they were subdivided into dialectal
groups such as the Munsee, in the north, and the Unami and the Unalachtigo, elsewhere. Dutch and Swedish
colonists founded the first European settlements in the state, with the British later seizing control of the
region and establishing the Province of New Jersey, named after Jersey. The colony's fertile lands and
relative religious tolerance drew a large and diverse population. New Jersey was among the Thirteen
Colonies that supported the American Revolution, hosting several pivotal battles and military commands in
the American Revolutionary War. New Jersey remained in the Union during the American Civil War and
provided troops, resources, and military leaders in support of the Union Army. After the war, the state
emerged as a major manufacturing center and a leading destination for immigrants, helping drive the
Industrial Revolution in the U.S. New Jersey was the site of many industrial, technological, and commercial
innovations. Many prominent Americans associated with New Jersey have proven influential nationally and
globally, including in academia, advocacy, business, entertainment, government, military, non-profit
leadership, and other fields.

New Jersey's central location in the Northeast megalopolis helped fuel its rapid growth and suburbanization
in the second half of the 20th century. Since the beginning of the 21st century, the state's economy has
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become highly diversified, with major sectors, including New Jersey's role as the world's largest
pharmaceutical industry hub— as well as biotechnology, information technology, finance, digital media,
filmmaking, and tourism, and it has become an Atlantic seaboard epicenter for logistics and distribution.
New Jersey is a major destination for immigrants and is home to one of the world's most multicultural
populations. Echoing historical trends, the state has increasingly re-urbanized, with growth in cities
outpacing suburbs since 2008.

New Jersey is one of the most educated, affluent, healthy, diverse, and highly developed states in the U.S.,
ranking high among states in several quality of life metrics. New Jersey had a median household income of
$99,781 as of 2023, the second-highest of any U.S. state behind Massachusetts. Almost one-tenth of all
households in the state, or over 323,000, are millionaires, the highest representation of millionaires among all
states. New Jersey's public school system consistently ranks at or among the top of all U.S. states. In 2024,
New Jersey was ranked as having the second-healthiest population overall. New Jersey ranks near the top on
both the American Human Development Index and the standard Human Development Index. According to
climatology research by the U.S. National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, New Jersey has been
the fastest-warming state by average air temperature over a 100-year period beginning in the early 20th
century, which has been attributed to warming of the North Atlantic Ocean.

New England

New England is a region consisting of six states in the Northeastern United States: Connecticut, Maine,
Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Rhode Island, and - New England is a region consisting of six states in the
Northeastern United States: Connecticut, Maine, Massachusetts, New Hampshire, Rhode Island, and
Vermont. It is bordered by the state of New York to the west and by the Canadian provinces of New
Brunswick to the northeast and Quebec to the north. The Gulf of Maine and Atlantic Ocean are to the east
and southeast, and Long Island Sound is to the southwest. Boston is New England's largest city and the
capital of Massachusetts. Greater Boston, comprising the Boston–Worcester–Providence Combined
Statistical Area, houses more than half of New England's population; this area includes Worcester,
Massachusetts, the second-largest city in New England; Manchester, New Hampshire, the largest city in New
Hampshire; and Providence, Rhode Island, the capital of and largest city in Rhode Island.

In 1620, the Pilgrims established Plymouth Colony, the second successful settlement in British America after
the Jamestown Settlement in Virginia, founded in 1607. Ten years later, Puritans established Massachusetts
Bay Colony north of Plymouth Colony. Over the next 126 years, people in the region fought in four French
and Indian Wars until the English colonists and their Iroquois allies defeated the French and their Algonquian
allies.

In the late 18th century, political leaders from the New England colonies initiated resistance to Britain's taxes
without the consent of the colonists. Residents of Rhode Island captured and burned a British ship which was
enforcing unpopular trade restrictions, and residents of Boston threw British tea into the harbor. Britain
responded with a series of punitive laws stripping Massachusetts of self-government which the colonists
called the "Intolerable Acts". These confrontations led to the first battles of the American Revolutionary War
in 1775 and the expulsion of the British authorities from the region in spring 1776. The region played a
prominent role in the movement to abolish slavery in the United States, and it was the first region of the U.S.
transformed by the Industrial Revolution, initially centered on the Blackstone and Merrimack river valleys.
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The physical geography of New England is diverse. Southeastern New England is covered by a narrow
coastal plain, while the western and northern regions are dominated by the rolling hills and worn-down peaks
of the northern end of the Appalachian Mountains. The Atlantic fall line lies close to the coast, which enabled
numerous cities to take advantage of water power along the many rivers, such as the Connecticut River,
which bisects the region from north to south.

Each state is generally subdivided into small municipalities known as towns, many of which are governed by
town meetings. Unincorporated areas exist only in portions of Maine, New Hampshire, and Vermont, and
village-style governments common in other areas are limited to Vermont and Connecticut. New England is
one of the U.S. Census Bureau's nine regional divisions and the only multi-state region with clear and
consistent boundaries. It maintains a strong sense of cultural identity, although the terms of this identity are
often contrasted, combining Puritanism with liberalism, agrarian life with industry, and isolation with
immigration.
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
