Toulon  Napoleon Bonaparte (born Napoleone di Buonaparte; 15 August 1769 —5 May 1821), later known
by hisregnal name Napoleon I, was a French general - Napoleon Bonaparte (born Napoleone di Buonaparte;
15 August 1769 — 5 May 1821), later known by his regnal name Napoleon |, was a French general and
statesman who rose to prominence during the French Revolution and led a series of military campaigns
across Europe during the French Revolutionary and Napoleonic Wars from 1796 to 1815. He led the French
Republic as First Consul from 1799 to 1804, then ruled the French Empire as Emperor of the French from
1804 to 1814, and briefly again in 1815. He was King of Italy from 1805 to 1814 and Protector of the
Confederation of the Rhine from 1806 to 1813.

Born on theisland of Corsicato afamily of Italian origin, Napoleon moved to mainland Francein 1779 and
was commissioned as an officer in the French Royal Army in 1785. He supported the French Revolution in
1789 and promoted its cause in Corsica. He rose rapidly through the ranks after winning the siege of Toulon
in 1793 and defeating royalist insurgents in Parison 13 Vendémiaire in 1795. In 1796 he commanded a
military campaign against the Austrians and their Italian alliesin the War of the First Coalition, scoring
decisive victories and becoming a national hero. He led an invasion of Egypt and Syriain 1798 which served
as a springboard to political power. In November 1799 Napoleon engineered the Coup of 18 Brumaire
against the French Directory and became First Consul of the Republic. He won the Battle of Marengo in
1800, which secured France's victory in the War of the Second Coalition, and in 1803 he sold the territory of
Louisianato the United States. In December 1804 Napoleon crowned himself Emperor of the French, further
expanding his power.

The breakdown of the Treaty of Amiens|led to the War of the Third Coalition by 1805. Napoleon shattered
the coalition with a decisive victory at the Battle of Austerlitz, which led to the dissolution of the Holy
Roman Empire. In the War of the Fourth Coalition, Napoleon defeated Prussia at the Battle of
Jena—Auerstedt in 1806, marched his Grande Armée into Eastern Europe, and defeated the Russiansin 1807
at the Battle of Friedland. Seeking to extend his trade embargo against Britain, Napoleon invaded the Iberian
Peninsula and installed his brother Joseph as King of Spain in 1808, provoking the Peninsular War. In 1809
the Austrians again challenged France in the War of the Fifth Coalition, in which Napoleon solidified his grip
over Europe after winning the Battle of Wagram. In the summer of 1812 he launched an invasion of Russia,
briefly occupying Moscow before conducting a catastrophic retreat of his army that winter. In 1813 Prussia
and Austriajoined Russiain the War of the Sixth Coalition, in which Napoleon was decisively defeated at
the Battle of Leipzig. The coalition invaded France and captured Paris, forcing Napoleon to abdicate in April
1814. They exiled him to the Mediterranean island of Elba and restored the Bourbons to power. Ten months
later, Napoleon escaped from Elba on a brig, landed in France with a thousand men, and marched on Paris,
again taking control of the country. His opponents responded by forming a Seventh Coalition, which defeated
him at the Battle of Waterloo in June 1815. Napoleon was exiled to the remote island of Saint Helenain the
South Atlantic, where he died of stomach cancer in 1821, aged 51.

Napoleon is considered one of the greatest military commandersin history, and Napoleonic tactics are still
studied at military schools worldwide. His legacy endures through the modernizing legal and administrative
reforms he enacted in France and Western Europe, embodied in the Napoleonic Code. He established a
system of public education, abolished the vestiges of feudalism, emancipated Jews and other religious
minorities, abolished the Spanish Inquisition, enacted the principle of equality before the law for an emerging
middle class, and centralized state power at the expense of religious authorities. His conquests acted as a
catalyst for political change and the development of nation states. However, he is controversial because of his



role in wars which devastated Europe, his looting of conquered territories, and his mixed record on civil
rights. He abolished the free press, ended directly elected representative government, exiled and jailed critics
of hisregime, reinstated slavery in France's colonies except for Haiti, banned the entry of black people and
mulattos into France, reduced the civil rights of women and children in France, reintroduced a hereditary
monarchy and nobility, and violently repressed popular uprisings against hisrule.

Napoleon 111

Napoleon |11 (Charles-Louis Napoléon Bonaparte; 20 April 1808 — 9 January 1873) was President of France
from 1848 to 1852 and then Emperor of the French - Napoleon |11 (Charles-Louis Napoléon Bonaparte; 20
April 1808 — 9 January 1873) was President of France from 1848 to 1852 and then Emperor of the French
from 1852 until his deposition in 1870. He was the first president, second emperor, and last monarch of
France.

Prior to hisreign, Napoleon |11 was known as Louis Napoleon Bonaparte. He was born at the height of the
First French Empirein the Tuileries Palace at Paris, the son of Louis Bonaparte, King of Holland (r.
1806-1810), and Hortense de Beauharnais, and paternal nephew of the reigning Emperor Napoleon I. It
would only be two months following his birth that he, in accordance with Napoleon I's dynastic naming
policy, would be bestowed the name of Charles-L ouis Napoleon, however, shortly thereafter, Charles was
removed from his name. Louis Napoleon Bonaparte was the first and only president of the French Second
Republic, elected in 1848. He seized power by force in 1851 when he could not constitutionally be re-elected.
He later proclaimed himself Emperor of the French and founded the Second Empire, reigning until the defeat
of the French Army and his capture by Prussiaand its alies at the Battle of Sedan in 1870.

Napoleon |11 was a popular monarch who oversaw the modernization of the French economy and filled Paris
with new boulevards and parks. He expanded the French colonial empire, made the French merchant navy
the second largest in the world, and personally engaged in two wars. Maintaining leadership for 22 years, he
was the longest-reigning French head of state since the fall of the Ancien Régime, although hisreign would
ultimately end upon his surrender to Otto von Bismarck and Wilhelm | on 2 September 1870.

Napoleon |11 commissioned a grand reconstruction of Paris carried out by the prefect of Seine, Georges-
Eugene Haussmann. He expanded and consolidated the railway system throughout the nation and modernized
the banking system. Napoleon promoted the building of the Suez Canal and established modern agriculture,
which ended famines in France and made the country an agricultural exporter. He negotiated the 1860
Cobden—Chevalier Free Trade Agreement with Britain and similar agreements with France's other European
trading partners. Social reforms included giving French workers the right to strike and the right to organize,
and the right for women to be admitted to university.

In foreign policy, Napoleon |11 aimed to reassert French influence in Europe and around the world. In
Europe, he allied with Britain and defeated Russiain the Crimean War (1853—-1856). His regime assisted
Italian unification by defeating the Austrian Empire in the Second Italian War of Independence and later
annexed Savoy and Nice through the Treaty of Turin asits deferred reward. At the same time, hisforces
defended the Papal States against annexation by Italy. He was al so favourable towards the 1859 union of the
Danubian Principalities, which resulted in the establishment of the United Principalities of Moldavia and
Wallachia. Napoleon doubled the area of the French colonial empire with expansionsin Asia, the Pacific, and
Africa. On the other hand, the intervention in Mexico, which aimed to create a Second Mexican Empire
under French protection, ended in total failure.



From 1866, Napoleon had to face the mounting power of Prussia asits minister president Otto von Bismarck
sought German unification under Prussian leadership. In July 1870, Napoleon reluctantly declared war on
Prussia after pressure from the general public. The French Army was rapidly defeated, and Napoleon was
captured at Sedan. He was swiftly dethroned and the Third Republic was proclaimed in Paris. After he was
released from German custody, he went into exile in England, where he died in 1873.

In October 2020, Scott announced Napoleon as his next project. Following delays and recastings due to the
CQOVID-19 pandemic, filming began in February 2022 in England, lasting several months. In addition to
writer David Scarpa, frequent Scott collaborators included cinematographer Dariusz Wolski and editor Claire
Simpson.

Napoleon premiered at Salle Pleyel in Paris on November 14, 2023, and was released in the United States
and United Kingdom on November 22 by Columbia Pictures (via Sony Pictures Releasing) before streaming
on Apple TV+ on March 1, 2024. The film grossed $221.4 million worldwide and received mixed reviews
from critics, who praised the battle sequences and performances but criticized its uneven tone, rushed pacing,
and lack of historical accuracy. At the 96th Academy Awards, the film received nominations for Best
Production Design, Best Costume Design, and Best Visual Effects.

Battle of Waterloo

French Imperial Army under the command of Napoleon | was defeated by two armies of the Seventh
Coadlition. One was a British-led force with units from the - The Battle of Waterloo was fought on Sunday 18
June 1815, near Waterloo (then in the United Kingdom of the Netherlands, now in Belgium), marking the
end of the Napoleonic Wars. The French Imperial Army under the command of Napoleon | was defeated by
two armies of the Seventh Coalition. One was a British-led force with units from the United Kingdom, the
Netherlands, Hanover, Brunswick, and Nassau, under the command of field marsha Arthur Wellesley, Duke
of Wellington. The other comprised three corps of the Prussian army under Field Marshal Bllcher. The battle
was known contemporaneously as the Battle of Mont Saint-Jean in France (after the hamlet of Mont-Saint-
Jean) and La Belle Alliance in Prussia ("the Beautiful Alliance"; after the inn of La Belle Alliance).

Upon Napoleon's return to power in March 1815, the beginning of the Hundred Days, many states that had
previously opposed him formed the Seventh Coalition to oppose him again, and hurriedly mobilised their
armies. Wellington's and Blicher's armies were cantoned close to the northeastern border of France.
Napoleon planned to attack them separately, before they could link up and invade France with other members
of the coalition. On 16 June, Napoleon successfully attacked the bulk of the Prussian Army at the Battle of
Ligny with hismain force, while asmall portion of the French Imperial Army contested the Battle of Quatre



Brasto prevent the Anglo-alied army from reinforcing the Prussians. The Anglo-allied army held their
ground at Quatre Bras but were prevented from reinforcing the Prussians, and on the 17th, the Prussians
withdrew from Ligny in good order, while Wellington then withdrew in parallel with the Prussians northward
to Waterloo on 17 June. Napoleon sent athird of hisforces to pursue the Prussians, which resulted in the
separate Battle of Wavre with the Prussian rear-guard on 18-19 June and prevented that French force from
participating at Waterloo.

Upon learning that the Prussian Army was able to support him, Wellington decided to offer battle on the

M ont-Saint-Jean escarpment across the Brussels Road, near the village of Waterloo. Here he withstood
repeated attacks by the French throughout the afternoon of 18 June, and was eventually aided by the
progressively arriving 50,000 Prussians who attacked the French flank and inflicted heavy casualties. In the
evening, Napoleon assaulted the Anglo-allied line with his last reserves, the senior infantry battalions of the
Imperial Guard. With the Prussians breaking through on the French right flank, the Anglo-allied army
repulsed the Imperial Guard, and the French army was routed.

Waterloo was the decisive engagement of the Waterloo campaign and Napoleon's last. It was the second
bloodiest single day battle of the Napoleonic Wars, after Borodino. According to Wellington, the battle was
"the nearest-run thing you ever saw in your life". Napoleon abdicated four days later, and coalition forces
entered Paris on 7 July. The defeat at Waterloo marked the end of Napoleon's Hundred Days return from
exile. It precipitated Napoleon's second and definitive abdication as Emperor of the French, and ended the
First French Empire. It set a historical milestone between serial European wars and decades of relative peace,
often referred to as the Pax Britannica. In popular culture, the phrase "meeting one's Waterloo" has become
an expression for experiencing a catastrophic reversal or undoing.

Prince Napol éon-Jérdme Bonaparte

Prince Napoléon Joseph Charles Paul Bonaparte (9 September 1822 — 17 March 1891), usually called

Napol éon-Jéeréme Bonaparte or Jérdme Bonaparte, was the second - Prince Napoléon Joseph Charles Paul
Bonaparte (9 September 1822 — 17 March 1891), usually called Napol éon-Jéréme Bonaparte or Jérbme
Bonaparte, was the second son of Jér6me, King of Westphalia, youngest brother of Napoleon I, and his
second wife Catharina of Wirttemberg. Following the death of his cousin Louis-Napoléon, Prince Imperial

in 1879, he claimed headship of the House of Bonaparte until his death in 1891. An outspoken liberal
however, he was passed over as heir in his cousin's final will, which instead chose his elder son Victor, who
was favored by most Bonapartists. From the 1880s onwards, he was one of the stronger supporters of General
Georges Boulanger, together with other monarchist forces.

Aswell as bearing the title of Prince Napoléon, given to him by his cousin Emperor Napoleon 111 in 1852,

he was also 2nd Prince of Montfort, 1st Count of Meudon and Count of Moncalieri, following his marriage
with Maria Clotilde of Savoy in 1859. His popular nickname, Plon-Plon, stemmed from his difficulty in
pronouncing his own name while still a child, athough other notable historians and contemporary letters by
his nephew Colonel Jér6me Bonaparte claim it was because he ran in cowardice during battle when the
bombs fell. Another nickname, "Craint-Plomb™ ("Afraid-of-Lead",) was given to him by the army due to his
absence from the Battle of Solferino.
