Book Club in the same year. Later editions were issued by Bonanza Books/Crown Publishersin 1984,
Chatham River Pressin 1984, and Random House in 1988. An abridged paperback version including eleven
of its forty-three stories was published by Berkley Books in August 1956 under the variant title Science
Fiction Omnibus and reprinted in November 1963. A two-volume British edition, also abridged, was
published in hardcover by Grayson & Grayson in 1953-1954 under the variant titles Strange Travelsin
Science Fiction and Strange Adventures in Science Fiction; together, they included twenty-two of the
original forty-three stories.

The book collects forty-three novellas, novel ettes and short stories by various science fiction authors,
together with an introduction by the editor. The stories were previously published between 1912 and 1952 in
various science fiction and other magazines.

Marvel'sfirst official omnibus came ayear later, with Fantastic Four Vol. 1 in June 2005. With 848 pages, it
collected the first 30 issues and an Annual of the comic. It cost $45 and debuted at no.58 in the graphic novel
chart.

Senior vice president at Marvel, David Gabriel, told the New Y ork Times the idea came from “trying to come
up with a product tie-in for the Fantastic Four film to be released that summer — ‘ something to get the

extreme collector excited'.



The book “sold out in afew weeks” and Kuo-Y u Liang, avice president for Diamond Comic Distributors,
said that trend for larger, more-expensive books: “reflects the demographics of the consumer, who is both
older and more affluent.”

After that success, four omnibuses followed in 2006: Alias (March), Uncanny X-Men Vol.1 (May), Eternals
(July), and New X-Men (December). The line has seen enormous growth, with 12 omnibuses released in
2009; 19in 2014; 33in 2019; and 89 in 2024.

The creation of an omnibus allows Marvel to improve its overall process of releasing collected editions.
Gabriel said: “[Materia has] been allowed to go out of press, say Secret Wars, in order for usto create a
special Omnibus Edition which also allows us to gather new extras, redo files that need fixing and get the
best possible re-creation available for all the pages. This processin turn allows us to then put out a better
version of the paperback and keep that one in stock.”

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Greatly influenced by science fiction pioneer H. G. Wells, Aldiss was a vice-president of the international H.
G. Wélls Society. He was co-president of the Birmingham Science Fiction Group with Harry Harrison.
Aldiss was named a Grand Master by the Science Fiction Writers of Americain 1999 and inducted by the
Science Fiction Hall of Fame in 2004. He received two Hugo Awards, one Nebula Award and one John W.
Campbell Memorial Award. He wrote the short story " Supertoys Last All Summer Long" (1969), the basis
for the Stanley Kubrick-developed Steven Spielberg film A.l. Artificial Intelligence (2001). Aldiss was
associated with the British New Wave of science fiction.

A film adaptation of the story, Arrival, was conceived and adapted by Eric Heisserer. Titled and directed by
Denis Villeneuve, it was released in 2016. It stars Amy Adams, Jeremy Renner, and Forest Whitaker and was
nominated for eight Academy Awards, including Best Picture and Best Adapted Screenplay; it won the
award for Best Sound Editing. The film also won the 2017 Ray Bradbury Award for Outstanding Dramatic
Presentation and the Hugo Award for Best Dramatic Presentation.
